It is exciting to be completing our first full week of
school since December, and “WOW” we really have
been busy. We had our second school wide writing
assessment on Monday, and our fifth grade stu-
dents took the TCAP writing assessment on Tues-
day.

The Department of Education has stated that this
year will be a baseline year for calculating Adequate
Yearly Progress based on the new academic bench-
marks. The baseline for our students will reflect the
use of current year data for AYP and new levels of
student performance (advanced, proficient, basic
and below basic) as approved by the TDE.

Indian Lake teachers continuously study and reflect
on our TCAP, TVAAS, Orchid and DIBELS data for
school improvement. We use all of the data for
feedback on individual student performance and
academic growth. This helps us to study our
strengths and areas to improve, K-5, as a learning
school community. The spring TCAP Achievement
test will be given April 12-19th.

The new
computers will be able to handle all of our new programs
and therefore they will not freeze-up or shut down when
the kids are using them. The kids will be able to do their
work quicker.
